| ANGUAGE

Most of the classes are given in French (please check the program of study in order to examine the
list of courses in English). An adequate french language level is thus required in order to follow the
coursework. Each foreign student should be able to attend lectures given in French as well as work with
pooks or documents written in French.

B INSURANCE

Health insurance (compulsory) :

European students must show their European Health
Insurance Card (EHIC). Non European students must sign
up for the french student social security system (SMENO or
LMDE) if they are registered as a student in France and if
they are under 28.

Students must also register to the French general Social
Security system.

Civil liability Insurance (compulsory) :

This insurance covers students in case of physical injury out-
side of school-hours and for any material domage during
their stay in France.

Repatriation insurance (recommended) :

This insurance provides evacuations that are considered
medically justified, fights home for health reasons and repa-
triation in case of disease or accident during o student's
stay in France.

Home Insurance (compulsory) :

FEES

Every new foreign student has to register at ENSCL

ERASMUS students, FITEC students and students coming from o
partner University (who signed an agreement with ENSCL) are
exempted from paying Tuition fees at ENSCL

All other foreign students coming from a non partner university
have to pay for the tuition fees and the CVEC fee.

Exception : Students in double degree must pay the
«Contribution Vie Etudiante et de Campusy (CVEC - 90€).

New fees for 2019/2020
Non UE students ; new fees will be charged from September
2019 (between 2700 and 3700 euros/year)
for undergraduate and postgraduate students.

This insurance provides a student with coverage for housing damage, furniture, personal belongings and a civil liability protection.

Student insurance companies (such as the LMDE or SMENO), banks or specialized insurance companies provide contracts which

cover all of the above.



B ACCOMMODATION

The Ecole Nationale Supérieure de Chimie de Lille has a few reserved rooms available in Residence Halls of the campus. However,
there are certain conditions that the student must accept.

1 1is very difficult to find a room in Lille upon arrival, in September

Therefore, in order to meet international students’ specific needs, the Ecole Nationale Supérieure de Chimie de Lille maintains @
standing agreement with the CROUS Office, guaranteeing ENSCL students priority in getting a room.

Prices for international students :

- «Chambre réhabilitéey standard A (this kind of room has an individual restroom and bathroom but a shared kitchen in the
corridor) : 244,40 € to 299,60 € per month

- «Chambre rénovéey standard B (this kind of room has an individual kitchenette but a shared restroom and bathroom in
the corridor) : 204,20 € per month

When a student is attributed a room, he/she must keep this housing for the remainder of his/her stay. If he/she wishes to move, he/she
will either have to find another student who will rent the room for the same period of time he/she would have occupied it or give the
International Relations Office a 2 month notice before moving. No change of address will be tolerated without first consulting the

International Relations Office. Rooms aquired in this manner are entirely under the supervision of ENSCL International Office.

Adminis’rraﬁve fees: Each student must pay administrative fees to book a room (30 €).
Fees can be paid by visa-card www.e-filipe.org.

Rooms : 9 m? «chambre fraditionnelle équipéey : includes a single bed, a washbasin, a fitted cuplboard, a work table, a plug for TV
reception and a plug for telephone connection. Sheets and blankets can be rented. Showers are located in the coridor (one shower for
10 students for «chambre rénovéey). Residence Halls are located on Lille University campus, close to the university restaurants and to the
metro stations. Students are given their rooms in September.

Poymen’r :  The rent must be paid before the 10th of every month.

Deposi’r : Each student must make a deposit equivalent to one month's rent as a confidénae2dsdmtéar Yearteposit will be refunded to the
student upon departure, pending proof, from the caretaker, that no domage has come to the room and if all the payments are in order.

Deposi’r Refund : The student must make an appointment with the residence hall's secretary in order to conduct an inventory the day
before the departure. The student must present a valid certificate with the list of fixtures to the residence hall's secretary in order to receive
the initial deposit by bank fransfer on his/her french account,

Insuronce :  Every student must take out fire and water damage insurance and civil liability insurance (from 27 € to 32 € a year).
The residence accepts no liability for loss or domage to residents personal effects. Therefore, insurance covering personal property is

recommended.

Housing benefit :  Students have the possibility to receive housing benefit from Caisse d'Allocations Familiales (CAF) one month after
arrival. For a room occupied in September, the right will be open from october and housing benefit will be paid in november.
